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Course Description

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course introduces the fundamental elements of the Spanish language within a cultural
context. Emphasis is placed on the development of basic listening, speaking, reading, and writing
skills. Upon completion, students should be able to comprehend and respond with grammatical
accuracy to spoken and written Spanish and demonstrate cultural awareness. This course has
been approved to satisfy the Comprehensive Articulation agreement general education core
requirement in humanities/fine arts.

COURSE OBJECTIVES AND GOALS

Spanish 111 is a beginner level | course in which the understanding, speaking, reading, and
writing of the Spanish language is taught through audio lingual and video techniques. The primary
goal of this class is to develop proficiency in the communicative skills of speaking, writing,
listening, and reading through the optimal use of authentic materials and the use of language
examples and practice activities embedded in cultural contexts. Furthermore, the class will create
an understanding and appreciation of the Hispanic culture. Cultural and grammar structures will
be closely connected to communicative activities. Although a minor aspect, the student will
acquire the ability to use the internet more efficiently to investigate cultural aspects of the Hispanic
culture, as well as find and use sights that will help them move forward at a faster pace, or cover
materials not covered in the class.

. Develop an understanding of the diverse Hispanic culture and their contributions to our world.
. Be able to effectively use computer skills as an investigative tool as well as a learning tool for self-
advancement.
